Puppy Raiser Expectations and Agreements

As a puppy raiser you are volunteering to assist Highland Canine Training in the raising of a service dog puppy in training. By doing so you will be making it possible to reach as many people in need as we can. Each hour spent caring for a Service Dog Puppy is vital to the puppy’s development as a future Service Dog. The puppy raising program provides a unique opportunity for volunteers to assist with our very important mission.

*You must be 18 years old to be a volunteer puppy raiser. Those under the age of 18 must have a parent or legal guardian as a co-applicant on the puppy raiser application.

I understand that there are expectation and guidelines that must be followed in order to ensure the puppy is successful.  I agree to the following guidelines (please initial):
_____The puppy is to be returned at the end of the program and we reserve the right to take back the puppy/dog at any time for any reason.
_____Weekly classes are mandatory, and attendance will be taken. Excessive absence from the classes may result in termination from the program.
_____ No feeding of human food, you will be provided dog food. Treats should be approved by HK9 staff before feeding to the puppy.
_____ Puppy must be provided and have access to an adequate amount of water daily

_____ Any injuries or illness that may occur must be reported immediately.
_____ Any signs of aggressive behavior must be reported immediately.
_____ We are not responsible for any damages that may occur to your property, belongings, or your person due to the puppy’s actions.
_____ You are to puppy proof your home before receiving a puppy.
_____ You are to follow the training schedule, socialization check list and puppy raising manual. 
_____ Abuse of any kind will not be tolerated and may result in immediate removal from the program.
_____ Puppy must sleep in their crate and be crated when not attended.

_____ Puppy must be provided with an adequate amount of potty breaks, play time, and training.

_____ Puppy must be made available for scheduled vet and grooming appointments.

_____ Puppy must receive monthly preventative medicine on time. 

_____ You can return the puppy at any time if the responsibility of raising a puppy becomes too overwhelming.
______ Some training equipment (e.g., Crate, harness, etc.) will be required to be returned upon completion of the program.

_____ Puppy must never be left alone in a car.
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
